treated at a sewage
treatment plant.
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Never put waste into
storm drains.They
flow into streams or
rivers leading toTampa
Bay, or into the bay
directly.
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Bag your dog's waste
and put i t  in a trash
can if flushing down
the toilet is not
feasible. Newspaper
bags or plastic grocery
bags are great for dog
poop disposal. Bag
dispensers that clip to
a leash also are widely
available at pet supply
shops.
